*CARDBOARD SEA FORT BUILDING: 
Come build the “Sea Fort” a temporary 
structure in which to imagine your 
wildest adventures. Constructed from 
cardboard using kid friendly tools, kid 
lead activity, adults welcome to assist/
supervise. 11am Saturday - Ongoing

*FOUNTAIN OF SUSPENDED DISBE-
